CALLUM ANDERSON, MP

Hi there – spring has finally sprung in Tingewick! 

After what felt like an endlessly long and very rainy winter, I’m delighted to see 

brighter days returning, and I can’t wait to get out and about without needing a big 

jacket.

In February (and when the weather was significantly colder!) I was pleased to visit a 

local farm just outside of the village to hear directly from farmers about the 

challenges they’re facing. Our rural communities are the backbone of North 

Buckinghamshire, and I will continue to make the case in Parliament for policies that 

support local farmers and protect our countryside.

Local residents have also been in touch about ongoing Royal Mail delays across the 

area, with a number of you sharing experiences of missed or late deliveries. I want to 

reassure you that I have raised this directly with the relevant Minister and will keep 

pressing for improvements. Quite simply, the current level of service is not good 

enough.

Potholes remain another major concern raised by residents. Thank you to everyone 

who has contacted me about the state of our local roads. Potholes are more than just 

an inconvenience - they pose real safety risks to drivers, cyclists and pedestrians 

alike. My casework team and I are continuing to raise these issues with the 

responsible authorities and push for proper, lasting repairs.
